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a view that stretches far beyond the OB 
stakes. Always highly rated among Golf 
Digest’s “Courses to Play”, its tree-lined 
fairways, Stillwater River and testing dog-
legs make this course challenging and fun 
to play. The natural beauty of the course 
will bring you back time after time.

Big Mountain Golf Club
 Two-time U.S. Open Champion Andy 
North created a jewel for the Flathead 
Valley when he built Big Mountain Golf 
Club in 1996.
 A unique use of two distinctly different 
types of land enabled him to journey 
from rolling Scottish links-style on the 
front nine to the elevation changes of the 
seminally serene back nine. At 7,100 yards 
from the tips to 5,800 yards from the front 
tees, this course changes personalities in 
many different ways.
 The course is truly unique to the Big 
Sky state, from the rolling waves of native 
grasses to an environment terrifi c for a 
long peaceful walk along a river – but 
wouldn’t you rather walk it with golf clubs 
in hand?
 As North puts it, “If I was leading the 
U.S. Open by one stroke on this course 
going into the last fi ve holes, it would be 
tough to par in.”

Whitefi sh Lake Golf Club
 Montana’s only 36-hole golf 
complex, Whitefi sh Lake Golf Club 
is located adjacent to Whitefi sh 
Lake and Grouse Mountain Lodge, 
and affords fabulous mountain and 
lake views. This is one of the most 
requested destinations for golfers.
 Both courses, the original North 
Course and the more recently 
completed South Course, are 
lined with a combination of pine 
and birch trees. Mounding and 
water add to the golf experience 
as golfers weave their way through 

the scenic holes. 
 Golf Digest ranked both courses in the 
top fi ve for the State of Montana.
 Lost Coon Lake (on the South Course) 
presents the real possibility to view 
wildlife as eagles, osprey, ducks, geese, 
loons, heron, wild turkey and numerous 
other birds call the area home. Large 
game such as deer, moose and elk are 
often seen. Walkers are allowed. Cameras 
optional.

Glacier View Golf Course
 Your biggest challenge at Glacier View 
doesn’t come from the fairways or greens. 
The big trick here is keeping your eye 
on the golf ball while trying not to be 
overwhelmed by the majestic peaks of 
Glacier National Park that loom overhead.
 Glacier View Golf Course has always 
been known as a friendly, relaxing, and 
family-oriented course. The course is 
short at just over 5,100 yards, but it 
defi nitely has its place in the market and 
attracts a great number of local golfers, or 

those traveling with the “not-so-serious” 
golfi ng spouses or kids. The attractive 
air-conditioned clubhouse includes 
the pro shop, lounge restaurant, and a 
cozy fi replace. The spaciousness of the 
clubhouse and surrounding grounds 
provides the perfect setting for special 
events and golf tournaments.

Meadow Lake Golf Resort
 Meadow Lake Golf Course at the 
Meadow Lake Golf Resort is 18 holes of 
the fi nest golf in the Rocky Mountains. At 
par 72, with majestic views of the Rockies 
and seven holes bordering streams and 
lakes, Meadow Lake is a championship 
course rated by Golf Digest as one of the 
Top 6 courses to play in Montana. Golf 
Magazine says this is a “must play” course 
and gave the course a 4-Star rating. 
Another benefi t is the onsite lodging 
available at Meadow Lake. Meadow 
Lake is an RCI Gold Crown Resort that 
offers the best that Montana has to offer 
through Vacation Ownership and RCI 
Points.

Mission Mountain Country Club
 Don’t be confused by the country club 
moniker - Mission Mountain Country Club 
is an 18-hole public golf course located 
14 miles south of Flathead Lake in the 
heart of the Mission Valley. At Mission 
Mountain you get spectacular views of the 
Mission Mountain Range from every hole. 
This course presents a challenge for any 
caliber of golfer, especially the par-5, 15th, 
which is ranked as one of the 18 toughest 
holes in Montana. 
 This is a relaxing and pleasurable course 
for any caliber player and offers Montana 
beauty at its best.
